This is largely because there are no specific
objectives and policies in the Proposed
District Plan relating to

stormwater management. The Natural
Hazards section has general objectives and
policies relating to avoiding

increasing flood risks, but there are no
specific objectives on what needs to be
achieved and policies on how it will

be achieved. Some of these objectives are
set out in Engineering Standards section
4.1.2, but the District Plan

Objectives and Policies may need to include
more than engineering issues.

Stormwater management is proposed to be
addressed in the District Plan through rules
on Impermeable Surfaces

in each zone as in the Operative District
Plan. These rules also address landscaping
/ amenity issues, availability of

land for wastewater disposal and natural
hazard mitigation.

The Proposed District Plan allows
development up to the permitted activity
levels without mitigation of adverse

effects. The Matters of Discretion in the
